The reaction of the women and the Jewish authorities is very opposite. The same
event produced joy and excitement in the women, but produced panic and confusion
in the Jewish authorities and guards. All of them saw the evidence and believed that
something incredible happened at the tomb. But not all of them accepted this as a
good thing. The same reactions are present today in people. Some people really
want to believe and look for reason to believe (evidence). Other people do not want
to believe, even if there were good evidence. God is able to reveal himself and
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provide evidence for a heart that wants to understand. But a heart that does not
want to understand, God cannot change. We need to guard our hearts toward
God's truth. A questioning heart is fine. But a heart that refuses to accept no matter
what can miss the incredible joy that God desires to give.
